Hold a raffle or auction— Ask businesses to donate prizes and sell tickets
or auction them off (silent, live or online)

Bake sale: Ask committee and club members to bake a cake, cookies,
muffins or brownies and host a bake sale

Window washing — pick a busy intersection and wash windows for $2. All
you need is some cheap window washing gear!

Host a Trivia Night and charge teams to participate. These can be booked
through UC Life! and hosted free of charge at The Well on Tuesdays. The
Well will provide prizes,
